Inspection Scheduling Information
Requests for inspections should be called in to the Building Department voice mail box at (740) 862-3205.
Requests should be made 24 hours in advance. Inspection requests can be left on our voice mail 24 hours a day.

All requests received by 8:00 AM will handled on the same day. Requests left after 8:00AM will be completed the next business day.

Information required to place an inspection request:
1. Permit Number
2. Address

3. Lot Number & subdivision

4. Type of inspection

5. Company name & phone number
The permit holder is responsible for posting a sign on site with the following information:
1. Street Address
2. Lot number

The sign should be at least 12” by 12” and the lettering large enough to read from the street.
Re-inspections of rejected work are subject to a re-inspection fee. 

Any work covered prior to an inspection will be uncovered at the contractor’s expense.

The inspections indicated on the following page reflect the MINIMUM number of inspections required for a residential new build. Any inspection required beyond those listed, which are due to unusual or special circumstances will be subject to an additional fee per inspection.

Residential Inspections
Building Inspections
Footing: After forms are placed and all excavation is complete, the inspection shall be held prior to the footing being poured. Steel bars may be needed where the footing crosses the sewer line.  In extreme cases the sewer line may need to be linteled over. Approved plans must be on site.

Framing: After all framing is in place and the roof has been installed. ALL rough plumbing, heating, and electrical shall be in place and approved prior to the framing inspection. Do not install insulation prior to receiving approval for the framing inspection. Approved plans and truss diagrams should be on site,
Insulation: After insulation and fire-blocking is in place.
Final: The house should be finished and ready for occupancy. All electrical, heating, and plumbing final inspections should be approved All handrails and stairs should be in place. Smoke detectors should be operational.
Electrical Inspections

Rough: Wiring should be installed in framing and ceiling. The inspection shall be performed and approved prior to the framing inspection and installation of insulation.
Service: The service should be ready for connection. The inspection shall be performed prior to energizing the system. The Service inspection should be performed at the time of electrical rough inspection.
Final: All switches, outlets, wiring, boxes and service to the building shall be operational.

Note: Temporary Electric Services require an inspection. It is an additional fee.

HVAC Inspections
Rough: All ductwork that will be covered should be in place, and approved prior to framing inspection. The inspection should be requested prior to the installation of insulation.
Final: All HVAC equipment and controls should be in place and in operation.

Plumbing Inspections
Underground: DWV system that is to be covered under slab should be in place and bedded, but not covered. An air test should be place. 
Rough: All piping should be in place in walls and ceilings. This inspection is before framing inspection and before the installation of insulation. Underground and rough may be inspected at the same time when possible. 
Final: All plumbing fixtures should be in place and the system operational. A “bowl test” should be in place.
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
